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Description
This is a schematized female statuette. The proportions are quite massive and the belly is
bulging. The lower half has a columnar shape (image of the skirt). On the neck, there are
four rows of incised lines (image of a necklace), which are hidden under the hair on the
back.
The hairstyle ends with a circle - a symbol of the full moon. Massive proportions, a bulging
belly, and a schematic image of clothes could be a demonstration of a high social status (for
example, a mother). Such figurines were used in ritual practices.
