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Description

Several belts lay with the buried man. Metal parts and fragments of gold-woven fabrics have
been preserved quite completely. Decorations of some belts are made by masters of Western
Europe.

Among the decorations of one of the Cuman (Polovtsian) khan's belts there were a buckle, a
tip and two drop-shaped loops with rosettes.
