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Description

This is a fragment of the embroidered edge (lyshtva) of a textile product. The embroidery is
made with red silk threads. The embroidery composition consists of a stylized image of a
pomegranates in cross and longitudinal sections, carnation flowers and serrate leaves. Such
motifs are the result of ethno-cultural contacts with the art of eastern countries, from where
a large number of embroideries, fabrics and carpets were brought to Ukraine.
