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Description
The vessel has four shoulder protrusions with pits in the center of each one. Such moldings
are the symbols of a certain sacral anthropomorphic, probably female character. The
protrusions are circled by the incised concentric rings, possibly as signs of the sun or full
moon. Such vessels were covered with "horned" lids (those with vertical handles). Such a
combination is interpreted as the reproduction of a polymorphic divine being - a female
figure with a horned head.
