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Description
The plate is massive and round with a silver forged loop on the back. The front side of the
plate is decorated with an ornament of concentric circles. In the center there is a decorative
bezel setting with a stone insert. The insert is possibly made out of mountain limestone. The
rim of bezel, like the other two circles, is made of a gold ribbon rolled into a ring and
decorated with chopped notches on top. Around the stonesetting there are four oval
embossed bulges, forming a second figure in the form of a rhombus. The composition is
completed by a rim made of two circles, between which an ornament of 23 lamellar rings is
laid out.
