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Description

A sculptural image of a swimming duck was a shaped element of neck jewelry. A budding-

shaped pendant is attached to the base.

The item consists of a trapezoidal box platform with two through holes. The shaped image

of a duck is placed on it. The silhouette of the bird is accurately reproduced, but the details

are somewhat generalized. Its wings are marked with three oblique relief strips and its

round eye is disproportionately large.
