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Description

Biconic bead is soldered from two halves with a through hole. The ends of the holes are
torn.

In the burial of the Vyshneva (Cherry) grave, this bead, along with seventy similar ones, was
part of a complex neck jewelry with pendants.

Biconical beads are a typical form of jewelry since ancient Sumerian times and have a very
wide geographical distribution.
